Your child received special education services while residing at the Iowa Juvenile Home between August 1, 2011 and December 20, 2013.  The Department of Education has determined that some special education services provided during that time did not meet the legal standard for services.  As a result, your child may be eligible for compensatory education.  

Compensatory education is services and supports that are provided in addition to any services your child may already be receiving.  Compensatory education is provided to a student who has not received legally adequate special education.  Compensatory education is NOT an award of money to you or your child.

Your child’s IEP team needs to meet to determine whether your child is owed compensatory education.  If your child is owed compensatory education, the IEP team will determine how much compensatory education and how it will be provided to your child.  

We would like to schedule a meeting with you before March 5, 2014 to discuss the process for considering, calculating and providing any required compensatory education.
