Proposal abstract (Not scored) – No longer than two pages in length, the abstract should include summaries of each of the narrative sections and provide documentation of competitive priority status, if being requested. Please include the number of students served, the total amount requested per year, and the total amount per student. 

Student Needs Assessment (20 possible points) – Based on the first measure of effectiveness, the application must complete a needs assessment and provide results in this section. 
The needs assessment provides strong evidence utilizing objective data that very clearly defines the student need for a before and/or after school program (may include weekends, holiday and summer), evaluates school and community resources available (including other accessible before and after school programming), and convincingly documents how proposed program will address student needs (including needs of students with working families). The impact your program will have on students can be used in the description section of the Minority Impact Statement (Appendix A, Form E). Required student need data: Title programs data available from the Iowa Department of Education and data describing achievement gaps. Please include total student population numbers in data and how many students you are proposing to serve in the 21CCLC from each school. Needs assessment should also summarize transportation, safety, and accessibility needs. 
Application must provide evidence that a wide variety of stakeholders, including youth, parents, and partners, were engaged in the identification of needs and development of the program. 
Peer reviewers will consider the unique situations that many rural communities face regarding community partners, including limited resources to provide diverse programming through external partners.

NOTE: The 21CCLC program puts forth sound measures of effectiveness to guide local grantees. All programs must indicate how each program activity satisfies the Measures of Effectiveness described in the law. For a program or activity to be compliant with this component of the law, monitored by the SEA as described in section 4203(a)(14), such program or activity shall – 
A. Be based upon an assessment of objective data regarding the need for before and after school (or summer recess)programs and activities in the schools and communities;
B. Be based upon an established set of performance measures aimed at ensuring the availability of high-quality academic enrichment opportunities;

Project (24 possible points) – This section describes in detail the program that is proposed to meet the needs reported in the previous section.
Application must show evidence that proposed academic, enrichment, and family literacy/engagement activities are linked to the student needs assessment described in the “Student Needs Assessment” section. Include what curriculum(s) you will use to meet your academic goals. 
Application must propose a variety of 1) academic, 2) enrichment, and 3) family literacy/engagement services that fit within the eligible federal activities listed in the RFA. Application proposes to provide students a meal or snack that meets USDA nutrition guidelines every day of operation.
Academic and enrichment activities must support outcomes in literacy and math.
Family literacy/engagement activities must align with the needs assessment and positively impact participating students’’ families and/or the student, themselves. 
Based on the second principle of effectiveness, reasonable goals and objectives for all activities must be described. 
Alignment with school day instruction through relationships with school staff and/or alignment with state and national standards must be evidenced. 
Summer programs must plan to operate for a minimum of 30 days. More points will be awarded to summer programs that operate for more than 30 days, as this practice supports data collection.
The eligible organization’s experience in providing educational and related activities that will complement and enhance the academic performance, achievement, and positive youth development of students must be described. Form G in Appendix A is used to describe experience and sustainability of renewal applicants. 

Research Base (5 possible points) – Based on the third measure of effectiveness, grantee should describe the research base, compiled from multiple sources and cited, for proposed activities. Local evaluation data should also be included if available. If this data is not available, the application should explain its absence.

Management and Sustainability Plan (20 possible points) – Application should describe how it plans to meet the following requirements:
A plan to ensure effective staffing, including recruitment and retention of highly qualified staff, professional development, effective leadership (including how leadership will maintain alignment with school day instruction), and how the program will use volunteers, especially seniors, to support high-quality programming.
· Peer reviewers will consider that rural programs may train individuals internally because of a lack of qualified personnel in outside organizations to do so.
Plan for safe student transportation to and from the program, where appropriate, including home, and ensuring safe and accessible facilities and services, including translation services, serving students with disabilities, and the inclusivity of program facilities. 
· Peer reviewers will consider the unique transportation arrangements that rural communities may have.
· It is allowable to plan for parents to pick up youth if the program has extended hours.
The development and engagement of a stakeholder advisory group that meets regularly and organizational or program leadership structure.
Plan for continuous program improvement and sustainability of the program following the end of 21CCLC funding, including a description of how resources will be combined or coordinated with the proposed program for the most effective use of public funds. 
Previous grantees must document 5-year history with sustainability, using the template provided in Form G and MOUs in Appendix G.

Communication Plan (5 possible points) – Application must describe the outreach strategies or activities to be employed to share evaluation and other program information, frequency of use, and estimation of the methods’ impacts on the program. Target audiences for outreach activities must include, but are not limited to, the broader community, parents, youth, and partners. Methods should include a website, social media, and online resources such as a program calendar. 

Partnerships (10 possible points) – All partnerships included in this section should describe the impacts on the program. Partnerships can include businesses, education agencies, faith-based organizations, community-based organizations, non-profit groups, for-profit groups, and volunteers. Application must describe at least 5 partners. MOUs included provide detail as to the quality of partnerships and may be referenced throughout this section of the application. 
Application must describe existing organizational and/or programmatic partnerships and the partners’ roles in programming and/or sustainability. Application must distinguish between a partnership and a contractor. Contractor simply provides services for payment while a partnership provides services without payment or at a reduced cost (e.g. in-kind contributions). MOUs should be provided for each partnership. See MOU template.
· Peer reviewers will take into consideration that community partnerships may be unique in rural communities.
Application must describe a plan for meaningfully engaging partners over lifetime of grant, recruiting new partners, and maintaining relationships. Develop and maintain a Sustainability Plan. Form G in the Application Instructions requires existing 21CCLC grantees to describe their sustainability efforts of the past five years.

Evaluation (10 possible points) – This section details the applicant’s plan for collecting and analyzing data to measure the effectiveness of program goals, activities, and partnerships. Data measures shall align, but are not limited to, those provided in the RFA.
Application must provide evidence that an experienced evaluator is in place that has the capacity and experience to conduct a comprehensive, rigorous evaluation of program effectiveness, both at the local level and in cooperation with Iowa Department of Education, and the intent to provide all requested data and program information to the state. Evaluator will attend the local evaluator training hosted by the Iowa Department of Education. Evaluator agrees to use all evaluation forms provided by the Department. Provide contact information for your local evaluator.
Application must provide evidence of how evaluation results will be used to refine, improve, and strengthen the program and build community support. The proposed evaluation procedures must align with the project’s goals, objectives, and program activities. The application must provide a detailed plan, including timelines, to make the evaluation results public in a form and language that is easily understood.
To receive maximum points, prior grantees should provide examples from previous local evaluations that demonstrate success. If there is a history of not meeting local evaluation objectives over the past two years of funding, applications will be deducted points in this section.

Budget Narrative (10 possible points) 
Application must provide detailed justification for each line item from Form D2, including how each expenditure is necessary and reasonable and how each expenditure aligns with proposed activities. 
Application must describe how the program seeks to supplement, rather than supplant, current funding. 
· Failure to document sustainability can be considered supplanting.
Budget should include contributions from partners, district, and other sources.
Sustainability must be extensively documented in the budget narrative, showing the partner contributions.
